
 
Ms. Chen has over 20 years of experience in 
environmental management of air, water, wastewater, 
and hazardous waste.   Ms. Chen holds graduate 
degrees in Environmental Engineering and Biological 
Sciences. 
 
Currently, Ms. Chen is Assistant Division Manager of 
the City of Los Angeles’ Watershed Protection Division, 
and heads sections that address water quality 
regulation development and surface water sampling and 
assessment for the four watersheds in the city.  She has 
led reviews and analyses of draft total maximum daily 

loads (TMDLs) requirements for Los Angeles and neighboring regions, and led 
work with various agencies in a stakeholder program to conduct studies for 
scientifically based TMDLs.  She works with regional representatives to plan for 
anticipated TMDLs, works with interagency groups on the implementation of 
bacteria, metals, and toxic pollutants TMDLs, and oversees development and 
design of multi-benefit water quality projects.     
 
Prior to water quality work, Ms. Chen was Director of the Hazardous and Toxic 
Materials Office in the City of Los Angeles, where she pioneered work in the 
pollution prevention arena which include overseeing and conducting pollution 
prevention assessments to identify methods to reduce water and energy usage, 
wastewater, hazardous waste, and air toxics generation in industrial and city 
facilities. Her office encouraged facilities to use innovative treatment and low 
waste producing technologies, and she organized educational and technology-
transfer forums.  Ms. Chen has chaired, moderated, supported, and facilitated 
environmental committees, forums, and task forces on several issues including 
environmental policy, pollution prevention methods, regulatory compliance, and 
waste minimization program development.   
 
In addition, Ms. Chen taught environmental management and biology courses for 
Universities of California, California State Universities, and colleges.  She has 
contributed to, published, and evaluated over 25 technical documents, books, 
and articles on environmental topics, provided training for the U.S. EPA, 
California EPA, and states and local agencies, and is a regular speaker at 
conferences and workshops.
